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Report on road and site conditions at Chaco Culture National Historic Park outlying unit Kin Bineola as 

observed by NPS Volunteers Norman and Clarice Gregory. 

We approached the site from the south on County 371 turning off onto Navajo 7750 according to our 

paper map or 7059 per our Google map application (we suspect the road changes designations at some 

point but it wasn’t clear on either map.  Of note was that the only mark on the turnoff was an 

arrowhead sign with no road number. 

From the North you would turn West off of County 371 at the Tsaya Trading post onto Navajo 108 

(paved) then Navajo 7750 (gravel) is well marked at the end. 

We had an electronic map that showed two routes into the site from the “main” road (7059/7750).  The 

northern of the two routes was identified as a two track run towards the site but the entry was blocked 

by boulders.  The southern route is currently identified by a pair of steel “T” posts about 3 ft apart 

(apparently they were placed there to keep people from driving into the wash).  We parked a bit to the 

south on a small open area accessible by 4 wheel drive vehicles.  The road to the site is elevated on a 

berm about 14 feet tall but the connection to the main road has been severed by a washout and 

therefore can only be accessed on foot. 

We walked the .75 miles to the ruins having no difficulty following the original road tracks.  The only 

signage was at the national park boundary and at the ruins. 

The cattle fencing seems to be working as we didn’t see evidence of cattle past the cattle guard at the 

NP boundary. Once inside of the fence there was lots of small animal tracks (Clarice spotted a very large 

jack rabbit) and what we believe to be a single very large elk prints. 

The ruins themselves show no signs of recent human abuse nor recent weather damage.  We did not see 

any other human tracks other than our own.
